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Dear Leaders and Members of the Troop: 
 
It is our pleasure to provide you with the South Plains Council Camporee Guidebook.  The camporee is just one 
of the events that they council is planning in preparation for the upcoming 100th Anniversary Celebration in 2010. 
In the guide you will find all the registration materials, score sheets, and a list of Scout skills you will need to 
prepare your unit for our 2008 Council Camporee to be held at Camp Post, March 28-30, 2008. 
 
Pre-registration is strongly encouraged and campsites will be made available according to several significant 
factors.  All units involved with event chairmanship WILL  be assigned the campsites closer to the front of 
activities.  If your unit is not chairing an event, plan on camping in farther campsites, AND assigning one adult 
leader to monitor the restroom facilities for cleanliness and damage control.  First come, first served on campsite 
assignments based on event chairs. 
 
NOTE:  Personal vehicles should be parked in the parking lot at all times.  Points will be deducted from the 
Troop overall score if vehicles are parked in campsites or other areas of camp.  Troop trailers may be left 
at campsite. 
 
The Camporee will host events in First Aid, Compass, Nature, Pioneering, Knot-tying, Fire Building, Tent 
Pitching, Problem Solving, and a Scout Quiz.  Awards will be given for the top Troops, top Patrols, individual 
patrol competitions, patrol flags, and the Caprock Cobbler Cook-Off.   
 
Tour Permits are required to attend, as per the BSA policy regarding camping for Boy Scout Troops.  Tour 
permits must be visibly displayed on the Troop bulletin board in the campsite. 
 
A copy of this guide will be provided to each troop, and will be posted on the South Plains Council Website: 
http://www.southplainscouncil.org .  We recommend that it be maintained in a loose-leaf notebook and that you 
make copies for the other adult AND youth leaders in your unit and for your Patrol Leaders Council.

General Rules 
 

These rules are the general framework around which the 2008 South Plains Council Camporee will be 
operated.  The Scout Oath, Law, and Outdoor Code are the guides for all behavior at the Camporee.  
Competition is for all Scouts ages 11-17 using the patrol method.  Youth 18 and older are encouraged to 
participate as event helpers.  Webelos may participate in age appropriate events with their leader but will 
not be scored.   
 
Troops or individuals that do not conform to the rules will be asked to leave the Camporee. 
 
1) A registration fee of $8.00 per person early bird price will be charged to cover the costs of the 

Camporee supplies, patches, and prizes.  After March 5th a regular fee of $10.00 per person will be 
charged.   You may pre-register and pay at the Council office, online at the online Scout Shop at 
www.southplainscouncil.org  or at your districts roundtable meeting.  Fees must be paid before 
arrival at camp, please preplan for this event. 

 
2) Troops should arrive and depart in Class A uniform.  The uniform is required to be worn for 

morning and evening flag ceremonies, the Saturday night campfire and Sunday assembly. 
 
3) Scouts should dress in a Class B uniform for Saturday activities in a manner that is appropriate for 

the activity and weather.  Clothing with non-scouting ideals is forbidden.  Offenders will be required 
to change. 

 
4) The Camporee staff professional advisor will assign campsites.  Each Troop is requested to use the 

minimum space for its campsite.  Sites will be balanced based on the number of reported people in 
attendance, by March 5th. You may be paired with another troop if space becomes a factor. 

 
5) Troops should not plan to arrive at Camp Post before 6:00 p.m. Friday.  Campsites will not be 

assigned prior to that time. 
 

6) One vehicle pass will be provided for unloading and loading. When you check into the camporee a 
vehicle pass will be assigned to you. Troop trailers may be parked at your campsite but all other 
vehicles must park in the parking lot. 

 
7) A map of the Camporee grounds & campsite assignments will be located at the camp office.   

 
8) Troops must plan to remove all garbage from their campsite area.  A Scout is Clean. 

 
9) Safety and fire protection is the responsibility of everyone at the Camporee.  Only fires made in the 

fire rings will be permitted.  Fire rings may NOT be moved.  Be very careful with fires, have fire 
buckets available, filled with WATER ONLY .   

 
10) Taps will be at 11:00 pm each evening.  Reveille will be at 7:00 am.  Quiet hours are between those 

times.  Activities such as setting up camp, cooking, and Scouts playing will not be permitted during 
quiet hours.  Units should plan to arrive with enough time to set up campsites by Taps.  Points may 
be deducted from the campsite inspection score for failure to observe this rule.  

 
11) Camporee patches will be guaranteed for all units who register by March 5th. Units who are unable 

to pre-register will receive patches but we cannot guarantee that they will arrive in time for the 
camporee. In this case they will be made available at your next District Roundtable. 

 



 
12) Patrol Leaders will, upon completion of each event, check with the judge for that event for his 

patrol’s score.   
 
13) Visitors (other than registered participants) are welcome to attend but must depart the premises 

before Taps.  Visitors to a campsite must have the permission of the unit leader and check in at the 
camp office.   

 
14) Any unsafe or improper use of knives, axes, or other tools will result in a lowering of the campsite 

inspection score. 
 

15) Sheath knives and fixed blades are prohibited. 
 

16) No green wood (for campsite projects or other use) may be cut without permission from the Camp 
Ranger, Will Osborn. 

 
17) All campfire skits, songs, etc., must conform to Scouting standards, and must be submitted to the 

Camporee staff in the office for screening prior to 5:00 pm Saturday. 
 

18) Any Webelos that wish to attend the Council Camporee must be sponsored by a Troop.  
Webelos must have their own 2 deep leadership to stay overnight.  They must also camp with 
the sponsor troop. 

 
19) All liquid fuel is prohibited.  Only propane maybe used as per the “Guide to Safe Scouting”. 

 
20) Units are not allowed in the camps warehouse area. 

 
21) All Scoutmasters and Assistant Scoutmasters may be asked to assist in judging one or more events. 

 
22) There will NOT be a separate competition for Webelos.  Webelos may not compete in the Patrol 

events.  They are there to observe and learn.  The Webelos are to be invited to satisfy the 
requirements for Arrow of Light and for marketing your Troop to prospective members and their 
parents. 

 
23) *Event patches and troop score sheet summaries will be distributed Sunday morning after Troop 

cleanup assignments have been completed. 
 

24) All troops should plan on departing Camp Post by 10:00 am on Sunday.

Scoring and Ribbons 

 
 

 

Ribbons will be presented in the following categories: 
 
Events:  Three ribbons (blue, red, and white for first, second and third 
place respectively) will be awarded to the patrols attaining the three highest 
scores in each event. 
 
Overall:  Each Troop will receive an overall Camporee ribbon for 
participation.  Three ribbons (blue, red, and white for first, second, and 
third respectively) will be awarded to the Troops attaining the three highest 
scores.  The campopree trophy will be on display at the Lott Scout Service 
Center. The trophy may be checked out by your unit for a Court of Honor 
but must be returned the next business day. 
 
Camp on the Caprock Cobbler Cook-Off: Three ribbons (blue, red, and 
white for first, second, and third place, respectively) will be awarded the 
Troops cooking the best Cobbler. One entry per troop only. 
 

 
Participation:  Colored ribbons will be awarded based on levels of 
participation, scored in its own way, i.e.: participating in ALL, SOME or 
FEW of the events 
 
NOTE: It is important that presentation of the Cobbler entry be 
accompanied with the recipe, including all ingredients.

You must provide your own fire starting equipment and tinder.  All fuel will be furnished 
The only items provided will be 2 matches and the wood.  Bring your own materials; i.e. hatchet, 
knife, totin chip, gloves.  ALL SAFETY GEAR MUST BE PROVIDED BY THE 
PARTICIPANTS, POINTS DEDUCTED FOR LACK OF SAFETY GE AR, no “cheaters” 
like pre-soaked or treated materials. 
Time will stop when one pancake is made, eaten, and swallowed. (Pancake mix will be provided) 

 
Scout Quiz (Full Participation) 

This event will test the application of Scouting ideals, concepts, and skills up to an including 
First Class.  Reverence & Patriotism should be displayed. 

 
Tent Pitching 

Tent Pitching is a timed event to correctly pitch a standard BSA canvas wall tent.  50% of score 
is based on time, 50% of the score will be for quality of team participation, including correct 
knots, and taking down and refolding tent for next competitors, WITHOUT being told to do so.  
In other words, leave it like you found it.

1) Fire ring is a safe distance from tents, etc.; adequately contained 

(5-ft. radius cleared around fire).  Multiple troops in a campsite are responsible for  
all unused fire rings in the campsite.  No fires left unattended (cold-out) (5)____ 

2) Firewood, charcoal, cooking equipment, is protected from rain and dampness. (5)____ 
3) Wood tools sharp and properly stored in axe yard.   (5)____ 
4) Axe yard specifically located and adequately marked off.  (min 1/Troop) (5)____ 

 

Health and Safety (55 Points) 
1) Guide to Safe Scouting, Fire watch poster, Duty Roster, and  

Tour Permit posted and kept dry.  (5)____ 
2) Fire buckets (One per tent) must be filled with water ONLY. (5)____ 
3) Proper disposal of garbage in dumpsters by dining hall. (5)____ 
4) Food adequately protected from contamination, spoilage, and critters. (5)____ 
5) Dishes washed, sanitized, and properly stored.  (5)____ 
6) Cooking equipment stored off ground and cleaned.  (5)____ 
7) Clean water is available and stored in clean containers. (5)____ 
8) In-camp latrine troughs clean and supplied with soap.  Lids down in camp latrine. (5)____ 
9) Location of adequate first aid kit visible to all.  (min1/Troop)    (5)____ 
10) Campsite is clean and in order, personal equipment neat and stored properly (5)____ 
11) Campsite contains no safety hazards.  (5)____ 

 

Camp Improvements (10 Points) 
1) US and troop flags properly displayed.    (5)____ 
2) Campsite improvements/camp craft.  Created basically with natural 

material and put to practical use to make campsite more comfortable 
and convenient.  Some examples are: utensil rack, pack rack, table, seat, 
boot scraper, fire bucket holder, tripod, etc.  No holes dug deeper than 3 inches.
